WORD OF GOD God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song

LESSONS We hear the Word of God proclaimed.

First Lesson 2 Kings 2:1-12

From the Hebrew Bible we hear the story of the taking up of the prophet Elijah into
heaven and the passing on of his power to Elisha. The narrative illustrates the great
favor Elijah found in the eyes of the Lord as he is carried away in a chariot of fire.
Elisha is first in despair and rends his clothing in mourning, yet realizes he himself has
been chosen to offer continued prophetic vision to the people.

Reader A reading from the Second Book of Kings.
When the LORD was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a whirlwind, Elijah and Elisha

were on their way from Gilgal. Elijah said to Elisha, “Stay here; for the LORD has sent me
as far as Bethel.” But Elisha said, “As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not



leave you.” So they went down to Bethel. The company of prophets who were in Bethel
came out to Elisha, and said to him, “Do you know that today the LORD will take your
master away from you?”” And he said, “Yes, I know; keep silent.”

Elijah said to him, “Elisha, stay here; for the LORD has sent me to Jericho.” But he said,
“As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” So they came to
Jericho. The company of prophets who were at Jericho drew near to Elisha, and said to
him, “Do you know that today the LORD will take your master away from you?”” And he
answered, “Yes, I know; be silent.”

Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here; for the LORD has sent me to the Jordan.” But he said,
“As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” So the two of them
went on. Fifty men of the company of prophets also went, and stood at some distance from
them, as they both were standing by the Jordan. Then Elijah took his mantle and rolled it
up, and struck the water; the water was parted to the one side and to the other, until the two
of them crossed on dry ground.

When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me what I may do for you, before [ am
taken from you.” Elisha said, “Please let me inherit a double share of your spirit.” He
responded, “You have asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as I am being taken from you,
it will be granted you; if not, it will not.” As they continued walking and talking, a chariot
of fire and horses of fire separated the two of them, and Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into
heaven. Elisha kept watching and crying out, “Father, father! The chariots of Israel and its
horsemen!” But when he could no longer see him, he grasped his own clothes and tore
them in two pieces.

Reader Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people.
People Thanks be to God
Psalm 50:1-6

The psalm tells of the majestic and righteous God who requires true sacrifice and
thanksgiving of the people.

The LORD, the God of gods, has spoken; *
he has called the earth from the rising of the sun to its setting.

Out of Zion, perfect in its beauty, *
God reveals himself in glory.

Our God will come and will not keep silence; *
before him there is a consuming flame, and round about him a raging storm.



He calls the heavens and the earth from above *
to witness the judgment of his people.

"Gather before me my loyal followers, *
those who have made a covenant with me and sealed it with sacrifice."

Let the heavens declare the rightness of his cause; *
for God himself is judge

The Second Lesson 2 Corinthians 4:3-6

In this lesson Paul proclaims that Christ is the very image of God, though not all can
perceive this truth. This proclamation focuses on Jesus Christ as Lord, and Paul is
captive to this message. As light shone forth from darkness in creation, so God has
shone forth in the hearts of those to whom the light of the knowledge of God in Christ
has been given.

Reader A reading from Paul’s Second letter to the Corinthians.

Even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. In their case the god
of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the
light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. For we do not
proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and ourselves as your slaves for
Jesus’ sake. For it is the God who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,” who has
shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of
Jesus Christ.

Reader Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people.
People Thanks be to God

The people stand as they are able.
The Gospel Mark 9:2-9

Our gospel is the story of Jesus’ transfiguration. The narrative draws upon themes and
symbols from Israel’s past and its hopes for the future. Moses and Elijah represent the
law and the prophets, whose promises Jesus fulfills. The chosen disciples see divine

glory reflected in Jesus’ human person. A voice from the cloud declares that he is
God’s beloved Son.

Gospeller The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain apart,
by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, and his clothes became dazzling
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white, such as no one on earth could bleach them. And there appeared to them Elijah
with Moses, who were talking with Jesus. Then Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good
for us to be here; let us make three dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for
Elijah.” He did not know what to say, for they were terrified. Then a cloud
overshadowed them, and from the cloud there came a voice, “This is my Son, the
Beloved; listen to him!” Suddenly when they looked around, they saw no one with
them anymore, but only Jesus.

As they were coming down the mountain, he ordered them to tell no one about what
they had seen, until after the Son of Man had risen from the dead.

Therefore with all the
angels of heaven we lift our voices to proclaim the glory of your name and (say) sing
our joyful hymn of praise:  (8am spoken, 10am sung)
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Glory and honor and praise to you, holy and living God. To deliver us from the power
of sin and death and to reveal the riches of your grace, you looked with favor upon
Mary, your willing servant, that she might conceive and bear a son, Jesus the holy child
of God. Living among us, Jesus loved us. He broke bread with outcasts and sinners,
healed the sick, and proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the
world to himself yet we were heedless of his call to walk in love. Then, the time came
for him to complete upon the cross the sacrifice of his life, and to be glorified by you.
On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his friends. He took bread,
gave thanks to you, broke it, and gave it to them, and said: “Take, eat: This is my Body,
which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” As supper was ending,
Jesus took the cup of wine. Again, he gave thanks to you, gave it to them, and said:
“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is poured out for
you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the
remembrance of me.”

Now gathered at your table, O God of all creation, and remembering Christ, crucified
and risen, who was and is and is to come, we offer to you our gifts of bread and wine,
and ourselves, a living sacrifice. Pour out your Spirit upon these gifts that they may be
the Body and Blood of Christ. Breathe your Spirit over the whole earth and make us
your new creation, the Body of Christ given for the world you have made. In the
fullness of time bring us, with all your saints, from every tribe and language and people
and nation, to feast at the banquet prepared from the foundation of the world. Through
Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to you be honor,
glory, and praise, for ever and ever. Amen.

The Common Cup as an Option Following guidance from Bishop +Rob to clergy and
discussion with our Worship and Music Team and Vestry, we will offer the option of receiving
wine by common cup as we offer the option of gluten free bread during Holy Communion. The
Eucharistic Ministers will continue to distribute wine via individual cups and if you desire the
common cup*, please ask Pastor Bill (just as you would for gluten free).

*Note: For sanitation concerns and at the direction of our bishop, we will no longer offer the
opportunity for Intinction (the dipping of the bread/wafer into the wine. The common cup is
only available for drinking from.
